Some important information regarding Project Graduation:

« Students attending Project Graduation are not permitted to leave the school premises after graduation.
Seniors will be called to the auditorium at about 8:30pm. Students must check in and drop-off their bags
in the wrestling room upon arrival to graduation. All bags will be checked thoroughly in order to
prevent alcohol or drugs from being brought to the event. No liquids of any kind will be permitted on
the buses. If any questionable items are found, or if any student is suspected of being under the
influence, they will no longer be permitted to attend Project Graduation and their parents will be
contacted immediately.

+«»+ Students attending Project Graduation cannot bring their vehicle to school the day of graduation.

¢+ Students attending Project Graduation must be picked up the morning after graduation in the high school
parking lot by 5:00am as they are not permitted to drive home after the event.

«» If your graduate needs to be picked up from Project Graduation early they must have a written note from
a parent/guardian. This note may be dropped off in the Project Graduation mailbox (located in the front
office of JTHS) or be presented when your graduate checks in before graduation.
